Svendborg International Maritime Academy (SIMAC), the Department of Maritime Research and Innovation
at the University of Southern Denmark (SDU) and the Centre for Shipping Economics and Innovation at
Copenhagen Business School (CBS) are pleased to announce the first international PhD Seminar on
Maritime Economics and Management to be held at SIMAC in Svendborg, Denmark.

This seminar is a means of facilitating interaction among PhD students and of inviting comments and
productive criticism from more experienced researchers within the field as well as industry and public
sector representatives. It is an event at which twelve PhD students will be able to present their research
and receive comments from their peers and experienced professionals. A further eight PhD students will be
able to participate, yet will receive comments to their papers via an interactive e-learning website.

E-learning prior to and after the seminar will support the dialogue and interactions. The seminar itself is
organized around two tracks that will run in parallel. Track 1 is devoted to research on Maritime
Organization & Management and will include discussions relating to strategic HR, operational management
(onboard ships, in ports and on shore), and occupational health and safety management. Track 2 is devoted
to research in Maritime Economics and will include discussions relating to competitive strategy, industry
dynamics, maritime clusters, ship finance, logistics and supply chain management. Students that wish to
register for the seminar have to indicate beforehand which track they will participate in, based on the
theme of their PhD research.

PhD students interested in participation will have to finance/have their educational institution finance their
travel costs to/from the seminar, their overnight stay, breakfasts, and the seminar fee. There are train
connections to Svendborg, Denmark from the Copenhagen Airport and from Northern European cities.
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Information about the seminar fee and about costs of overnight stay in both a hotel and a youth hostel in
Svendborg is being compiled and — as soon as it is ready for dissemination — will be made available to
interested PhD students who contact the track organisers. The registration fee will cover admission to all
seminar sessions and the e-learning sessions, seminar materials, coffee, tea and water during the seminar
as well as the seminar lunches and dinners.

Call for Papers

We encourage students at all stages of their PhD research to submit short papers to the seminar. Only
active PhD students currently completing their studies at or via a university-level institution are eligible to
submit papers. The topic for the paper should relate to the theme of the PhD student’s research.

PhD students who wish to join the seminar must send a paper written by themselves (in PDF-format) not
exceeding 7,000 words no later than 15™ October 2009. The paper should summarize and elaborate on one
or a few chosen aspects of the student’s research project. It should clearly describe a central (theoretical or
empirical) problem and its significance to the maritime sector, outline the central research question(s),
indicate the chosen research design, treat any initial or expected findings and, if it includes initial or
expected findings, present claims for discussion. There should be enough substance in the paper to enable
thorough discussion of it, but the paper does not need to be a finished research report.
